SAFETY GUIDELINES FOR STUDENTS

1.  Know the location and use of all safety equipment (goggles, apron, eye wash, fire blanket, fire extinguishers, lab shower, safety charts, etc.)

2. Listen to all instructions given by your teacher and follow them carefully.

3. Read your lab assignment before coming to class and be aware of all safety precautions.  Follow all directions!

4. Perform only those experiments instructed by the teacher.  Never perform unauthorized experiments or deviate from the lab instructions.

5. There should not be any loud talking or horseplay in the laboratory.

6. Eating and drinking are prohibited in the lab.  Chemicals might contaminate your food and cause sickness.
7. Walk, don’t run in the lab.

8. Tie back long hair; otherwise, it could catch on fire when working with flames or it could block your view and cause an accident.  Synthetic fingernails, hair sprays and hair mousses are highly flammable so extra caution should be used when wearing any of these.

9. Roll up your sleeves above the wrists.
10. Closed toe shoes should be worn in the laboratory.
11. You should NOT wear contact lenses when working with chemicals.  If a chemical splashes in your eye, it could be trapped behind the contact lens, burning away the cornea and causing loss of sight.
12. Goggles should be worn by ALL students during lab especially when working with heat, chemicals, glassware, or with any type of grinding or cutting. (State Law S.B. 121) 

13. When performing a lab, make sure your work area has been cleared of purses, books, jackets, etc.  Have out only those things related to the experiment.

14.  Never work alone in the lab.

15. Report ALL accidents to your teacher even if they are minor ones!

16. It is your responsibility to take care of the lab equipment, to use it only as instructed and to report any damages to your teacher.  Don’t borrow another group’s apparatus, but inform the teacher of your need.

17. Set up the apparatus as far back on the lab table as conveniently possible so it will not tip onto the floor.

18. If a chemical is spilled, wash it off immediately with water.

19. When observing the odor of a substance, do not hold your face directly over the container.  Fan a little of the vapor toward you by sweeping your hand over the top of the container, this is called WAFTING.

20. Check the label of the reagent bottle carefully before removing any of its contents.  Read the label TWICE to be sure you have the right bottle.

21. Never return unused chemicals to the stock bottles.  

22. Leave the gas jets and water faucets alone unless instructed to use them.

23. Fires can best be extinguished by smothering the flames.

24. Take extreme care not to spill any material in the lab.  If a spill occurs, immediately ask your teacher about the proper cleanup procedure.  Never simply pour chemicals or other substances into the sink or trash container.

25. When heating a test tube or flask, always point it away from you and others.  Chemicals can quickly splash or boil out of a heated container.

26. After each experiment, clean up you area as instructed by the teacher.  Dispose of all chemicals as instructed by your teacher.

27. Wash your hands after completing your lab work.

Chemistry Safety Agreement

1.  Their personal appearance or dress is such that they can cause injury to themselves or to other students.,

4. They are going beyond the limits of the experiment into areas that may lead to an unsafe situation.

5. They have not completed the pre-experiment activities that will allow them to work safely in the laboratory situation.
6. Removal from lab will result in a loss of points and/or an alternate assignment.
